The Weather

Alaska is well known for its “liquid sunshine,” changing
weather and cooler temperatures, so be prepared! The best
plan is not to let the weather determine the kind of time
you have, but to dress in layers—a shirt, sweater and light
raincoat will do—so that you can add or remove layers as
needed. EXC Tours™ operate in all weather conditions.
Cancellations due to weather are at the determination of
the tour operator only. No exceptions!

Hiking
Whether you’re hiking forest paths and mountain trails,
or exploring rain forests and tide pools, it is absolutely

necessary to wear comfortable hiking boots or athletic
shoes.

Fishing

While a catch is not guaranteed, if you are going fishing,
you may want to plan what to do once you’ve reeled

in your fish! If your tour is not designated “catch-and-
release,” review the processing options with your boat

captain or guide and have the fish forwarded to your
home. Your catch will not be allowed on board the ship.

Wildlife

About Flightseeing

If you do nothing else when you’re ashore in Alaska, take at least one flightseeing tour. While these EXC

Tours tend to be some of the more expensive offerings, rest assured that the perspective gained from aloft is

absolutely priceless—in fact, you will be forever changed in how you think about Alaska and the sheer mag-

nitude of nature exhibited here. You will discover glaciers that seem to tumble from heaven to earth, ice fields

that seem to stretch to eternity, and jagged, unforgiving peaks that relentlessly reach for the stratosphere.

This experience is so markedly different from any on land or sea, there is simply no comparison.

If you’ve ever thought that all tours necessarily involve
a motorcoach and a museum, it’s time to broaden your
horizons. Whether you merely set foot on a glacier’s
surface or whether you strap on a set of crampons,

grab an ice-axe and step out onto a river of ice that has
outlived dinosaurs and constellations, flightseeing means
that you’re headed for the real Alaska. Make sure you
see it! Within this brochure you will find three different
types of flightseeing options - helicopter, fixed wing and
floatplane:

Helicopter Flightseeing

These tours are for more active flightseers, with the
opportunity to step out onto a glacier, ride a dog-sled
across the surface of the Icefield, or go ice-trekking with
full gear and an expert guide.

Fixed Wing Flightseeing

This term refers to a small plane with wheels (not floats)
that is often used for glacier flightseeing.

Floatplane Flightseeing

One of the most important forms of transportation in
Alaska is the floatplane—versatile, practical, ubiquitous.
Most commonly used for bear-watching and fishing
adventures, floatplanes are able to pull up to remote
beaches, bringing you to the heart of the wilderness within

minutes of leaving the ship.

Weight Regulations

Please note that on all helicopter flightseeing tours,

guests weighing 250 lbs or more will pay an additional
surcharge over the published fare. Every guest may be
weighed during the check-in process. The tour operator
will endeavor to be discreet during this process, but please
be aware that individual circumstances may not allow

for complete privacy. For security reasons, carryon bags

may not be permitted in the aircraft. Secure areas will be

provided to store your items for the duration of the tour.




Frequently Asked Questions

What should I wear?

Comfortable walking shoes are recommended for
all EXC Tours™. When you visit places of worship,
we recommend dressing conservatively (no shorts
or sleeveless tops), but casual clothing is perfectly
acceptable. Dress in layers and have a jacket along.
Bring an umbrella or raincoat, a hat and sunscreen.

What about meals?

Most tour departures complement the ship’s meal
service hours. In-room dining is available on board.

How will I know what time each tour departs?

is important to keep in mind that tour operators
are subject to the laws of their own country with
respect to accommodating the needs of guests with
disabilities. In most foreign countries, the laws are
not as stringent as those in the United States.

Will I encounter difficulties (dis)embarking the ship
when it’s in port?

Please see the on-board EXC Desk to help determine
whether you can expect to encounter difficulties
(dis)embarking the ship in a particular port of call.
The decision whether or not to carry or provide
other mobility assistance to a guest and their
device (wheelchair, walker, etc.) up or down a
ship’s gangway, or on or off a tender boat, is at the
sole discretion of the Captain, made based on his
evaluation of guest and crew safety. We encourage
you to bring a collapsible wheelchair as space

Stephens Passage is a
renowned whale watching and wildlife refuge
and your experienced Coast Guard-certified
captain will guide you to the action. Keep
your camera handy as you travel from place
to place or drift quietly to witness the
behaviors and antics of the area's notable
marine residents. This tour is locally owned
and operated.

A river runs through Sitka National
Historical Park's lush rain forest,
representing both the start and end of the life
cycle of many species, including salmon.

Sitka's Great Adventure is a multi-faceted
tour. It incorporates an ocean-going boat
ride, a visit to a residential floating house, a
hike through old-growth National Forest and
muskeg, and fishing or canoeing on a scenic
lake.

You adventure begins in Sitka. At Crescent
Harbor, board a boat and depart for Camp
Coogan Bay. Wildlife viewing during the 20-
minute ride may include eagles, sea lions, sea
otters, whales and a variety of sea birds. You'll
be introduced to Sitka's natural, geological,
and cultural history en route to your guide's
residential floating house. This is where you
will gear up for the hike.

Then, it's a short ride across the bay to begin
your walk in the Tongass National Forest.
The first section is uphill through old-growth
trees on trails that are not groomed but have
been brushed out and widened. There are
some slippery and steep areas with roots and
downed trees to step over, as well as an open
muskeg (boggy) area. You will reach the lake,
which is stocked with small and abundant
trout (not trophy size).

Fly fishing or spin casting gear is provided
for those who want to try their luck, along
with bait and tackle. Inflatable canoes and a
small dock for launching invite you to paddle
along the shoreline. Alternatively, hike
around the lake or just hang out by the
campfire. Snacks and water are provided
here. You will spend 60 - 90 minutes at the

lake; then, hike back to the floating house to
gather your personal belongings, drop off the
gear and boat back to Sitka. Notes:

For guests who would like to fish, a license
must be purchased for $25 cash. Some areas
have steep terrain, occasionally slippery.
Participants should be in good physical
shape, and be prepared to hike an average of
45 minutes each way to and from the lake.
Minimum age is 7 years. Rubber boots,
backpacks and fishing gear are provided.

Traveling at up to
50 mph, the ocean raft gets you out into
nature quickly with a blast of fresh air.
Specially designed straddle seats provide
comfortable and secure seating for this
exciting trip out into nature.

This thrill-ride takes you offshore into ocean
waters to explore the ravaged volcanic
coastline of Kruzof Island. This area makes
for excellent photographic opportunities and
is home to a variety of wildlife. It is not
uncommon to spot whales, sea otters, Steller
sea lions and sea birds, as well as brown bears
and Sitka black-tail deer, from the raft. You
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will get close to the towering cliffs of St
Lazaria Island -- a National Wildlife Refuge --
where sea birds nest.

In a volcanic sea cave (weather permitting),
the captain will stop the boat and shut down
the engine so you can listen to the surf
crashing on the volcanic cliffs. You may be
lucky enough to hear the song of nesting
seabirds or whales breathing.

Each
participant is guaranteed a window seat and

the pilot will identify points of interest en
route.

Upon landing, you will be met by a naturalist
and drive a mile along a forest road to the
trailhead. A short hike along an improved
trail leads to a viewing platform overlooking a
salmon spawning stream, deep in a rich rain
forest environment. Here, black bears gather
to feed on runs of pink, coho and chum
salmon, and bald eagles perch in the
surrounding trees waiting to clean up fish
scraps left by the bears. In addition to black
bears, the area is frequented by Sitka black-
tail deer, bald eagles, mink and marten.

This is an incredible experience for nature-
lovers and photographers. Ample time is
allowed to observe the forest wildlife and
ecosystem before the hike back to the van and
the short drive to your waiting aircraft.

online and phone EXC Tours™ reservations are processed
prior to any requests made on board the ship and receive
priority handling. At the time of making your reservations
online, we will advise you whether or not your reservations
are confirmed or whether you have been waitlisted. Your
credit card will be charged immediately for all confirmed
reservations. Should space become available for a waitlisted
tours request, we will e-mail or otherwise contact you at
that time and either immediately charge your credit card if
you have already given us your credit card information or
ask you to provide us with that information for immediate
charge processing. Reservations for EXC Tours are subject to
cancellation by us at any time prior to the credit card charge
being accepted by your bank.

Cancellation of EXC Tours

If you or Holland America cancel a tour more than 3 days
prior to cruise departure, we will issue a credit on the credit
card that you used to pay for the reservation. For cancellation
of EXC Tours within 3 days of departure, a credit will not

be given on your credit card. Instead, we will apply an
ONBOARD CREDIT ONLY policy under which the refund
(less any cancellation fee) will show up as a credit to the
shipboard account of the person who was to take the tour.

If the credit is not fully utilized during the cruise, the balance
will be paid to that guest by the ship’s Purser. If space on the
tour you have ordered is not available you will be contacted
to see if you are interested in another tour selection. You may
receive confirmation of your tours via e-mail. Vouchers for
each confirmed tour will be delivered to your stateroom after

embarkation.

Cancellation of Signature Collection EXC Tours

There is no penalty for canceling most pre-booked tours;
however, if you cancel a Signature Collection private vehicle
tour, 2 100% cancellation fee will apply since transportation
and services will have already been arranged.

Cancellation of Land Excursions

Cancellation of Land Excursions need to be made

3 days prior to the start of your Land+Sea Journey.
Cancellations made after this deadline are subject to a
100% penalty. Approved cancellations or tour refunds
are processed using the same credit card used in the
original purchase.

Passport & Visa Requirements

Many EXC Tours cross the US/Canadian border; US and
Canadian citizens must carry a passport and ship ID. All
other nationalities must have a valid passport, visa and
ship ID. Each guest is responsible for obtaining all visas
needed to join the cruise. Unless otherwise noted, it is the
guest’s sole responsibility to obtain any necessary visas
to participate in any EXC tours. Guests need to keep
themselves advised of policy changes. Passports, visas,
tourist cards, etc, if required, are the sole responsibility of
the guest. Remember, guests visiting Alaska who are not
US citizens must have a passport that is valid for at least
six months beyond the completion of their trip.

Safety

We take steps to identify and contract with reputable
tour operators. Tour operators must comply with local
government requirements and carry liability insurance
in amounts consistent with local standards to address
personal injury and property damage.

Know Your Limitations

Certain tours may not be suitable for everyone. Some
tours involve significant physical exertion or require
special skills. For many tours, we have tried to indicate
what we know about this aspect of the tour. Do not
exceed your own physical limitations. Only you can judge
your physical condition. If you have questions about the
physical requirements or skills needed to participate in a
tour, please ask in advance.

Scooters

Depending on the port, the tour operator(s) may impose
weight restrictions for electric scooters and/or additional
charges may apply.

General Conditions

EXC Tours are “Non-Holland America Line Services” for
the purposes of your Cruise Contract. This means that tours
are not owned or operated by Holland America Line. Refer
to your Cruise Contract for a full statement of your rights
and obligations as well as those of the Owner of the Ship,
Holland America Line Inc. and certain other persons and
entities with respect to Non-Holland America Line Services.
In particular, please note that you are assuming the entire
risk of utilizing Non-Holland America Line Services subject
only to whatever terms or arrangements are made by you
or on your behalf with the third party furnishing the Non-
Holland America Line Services. Holland America Line

does not assume liability for injuries or damages that occur
during or as a result of EXC Tours, nor is Holland America
Line liable for loss of or damage to any baggage or other
property which occurs ashore, for any reason whatsoever.
Tours are subject to cancellations or changes. Tour operators
reserve the right to deny participation to guests based on

such criteria as they may establish.
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
